In early Ming Dynasty. a script called “Jing Peng 18
Changes” was published. In 1570, another wooden script
called “Shi Qing Ya Qu” was also publicized. These scripts
introduced many usetul strategies and tactics for Chinese

chess games, especially the use of “PAO (cannon)”.

In this book., most articles are extracted from the

match records in my annual training programme “A Hundred

2

Practising Matches Every Year”. All the players involved
are Chinese chess masters, grandmasters, or famous per-
sons. In the years 1995—2000, all training matches are se-

lected. In the years 1991 —1994, only typical matches are

selected. These selections are based on my past playing ex-
periences. 1hey provide practical examples to modily and
implement the theories which were introduced in my past
three publications about the use of *Guo Gong Pao”, mean-
ing to move the PAO to the opposite-side (i.e. the two

Pao’s are placed in one side) as the first move of the match.

This book also selects 108 various matches showing the
possible changes of “Guo Gong Pao”. Some matches were

even played with the eyes blinded. Valuable remarks are giv-

en by the chess masters themselves or by famous chess

COEELCheS and commentators.

Besides, this book also invites each ol the existing ten
national champion players to demonstrate one ol their

favourite matches, with self comments and annotations.

I do hope that, with its rich descriptions, this book can
be a precious and helptul reterence for chess lovers and col-

lectors.
